DPAC Report:
Angela attended meeting in October. All schools were represented! Interim superintendent was there. Edgehill PAC also funded a sensory room for their school, Angela shared about Variety grant we are accessing to help fund our sensory room. Discussion about lunch programs at schools (not equal amongst schools.)
Old Business:
· H3 update – made just over $10 000. It was a big success! Silent auction still has a couple items to pick up. This is a big undertaking; we would like to see more Henderson families involved in volunteering for it. Let’s start preparing more in advance for next year. Consider having a meeting to invite Henderson parents (and senior students) to talk about what is needed, prepare a list of tasks that need done, send out a thank you note sharing how significant a fundraiser it is (doing H3 means we do not need to do lots of other fundraising throughout the year.) Concession run by Div. 2 at H3 raised about $800 for their class trip. 
· Home alone- Dean has spoken with the facilitator for this and he can come in January/February to offer this for the Grades 4/5 students. It’s 3 hours of training. Sabrina makes a motion for PAC to spend up to $1000 to fund this from general, Rachelle and Mitzi second.  
· Babysitting course involves an exam that you must get 80% on. Dean wants to make this optional for Grade 7’s who want to do this. 
New Business: 
· Staff funding requests: Steven Ball is requesting new indoor basketballs 12 balls for $600, Jerrold Mendoza is requesting transportation costs for Vancouver Island trip $500, Diana Calderone is requesting more library budget $500, Leanne Gahan is requesting money for a trip to 3 Chicken Farm $150 and wooden dinosaur toys $350, Dean Thorsell is requesting KEVA blocks $80. New books for filling up vending machine $150 (Ann will do this.) Alysha makes a motion to approve all these purchases from gaming, seconded by Rachelle.
· Sensory room – we are sending a cheque for half to Variety Club, and they will order it. 
· Winter Concert December 12th 6 p.m. in Henderson gym – request for PAC to serve hot apple cider. Bring your own cup (charge if they need cup.) Mitzi makes a motion to spend $100 to fund apple cider seconded by Angela. Mitzi and Chantal will take care of this. 
· Purdys – let’s do it for Christmas and Easter. Alysha will set up a link, Sabrina will take care of distribution. Dean will share link out.
· Staff appreciation – Nicole will still do this. $150 of goodies from River City (plus $15 gratuity.) Tuesday December 3rd, Thursday March 6th, Thursday June 19th.  Sabrina makes a motion to fund this three times for $165, seconded by Alysha. 
· Parent events: is there an interest in more district wide parent events? Example, the anti-bullying event. Dona is recommending the book “How to Raise a Healthy Gamer” by Alok Kanojia – she has made connections at Powell River Youth and Family about this topic. 
· Scholastic book order  Total sales $1773.95. Reward for school $222.47. Sabrina is happy to take the lead on this and would like to collaborate with the librarian – suggesting setting up the next book fair for February 2026.  Proceeds can be given to Diana to order books from the library. Sabrina will talk to Diana and share teacher wishlists with her.
